20.40.055 - Extreme Weather Shelter

An Extreme Weather Shelter is permitted in any zoning 
district subject to the criteria listed below.

A. An extreme weather shelter is temporary, and 
subordinate, to the primary use.  Shelter facilities are 
intended to provide refuge for individuals who are 
homeless or at risk during extreme weather events, 
and must comply with all applicable city codes, e.g. 
building and fire codes.
