Background and Alternatives Explored: 
This purchase will be through the HGACbuy Group Purchasing Program.  This purchase would 
be a complete update of essential life safety PPE for MFD.  Our current SCBA’s have a usable 
life of 15 years before they become non-compliant. This purchase would allow the department to 
receive and implement the new equipment prior to our current equipment expiring.   
 
Financial Implications: 
The purchase of new SCBA equipment is in the Core Equipment Replacement Schedule (CIP) for 
this fiscal year. The City would be responsible for the full amount of purchase. The existing price 
quote is good through the end of October.  A price increase is scheduled to happen this 
November.
