To give you some background, in 1976 the City approved a resolution closing and vacating  a portion of  S 2nd Street W and retained a public utility easement over and across the street per Missoula resolution no. 3521.

WGM Group is representing the Missoula Redevelopment Agency and the owners of Knowles Addition No. 3, block 85, lots 1,2,3 and COS 6685 Tract A.  The owners Sherpa Properties LLC and Bricks and Spurs LLC & Scariano are requesting that the City vacate the two public utility easements that are 40 feet wide.  

The reason this public utility easement is being vacated is the owner to the north is proposing building a structure on the public utility easement.  

A 20 feet wide public utility easement will be retained .  Also, both owners are granting a bike and pedestrian access easement for a future trail that ties into the Bitterroot Branch trail.
  
Northwestern Energy has an aerial power line in the easement. Northwestern Energy wants to maintain the ability to perform maintenance on the existing aerial power line.  WGM Group notified all utility contacts for release of the easement.  The utility contacts are Northwestern Energy, Blackfoot Communications, Century Link, Missoula Electric Cooperative, and Spectrum.  All of these utility contacts signed a release of easement document.  The release of easement document releases and relinquishes any claim to the public utility easement.
