The struggle is real and the digital divide makes it even harder for our
growing aging population to keep up.

programs, like Mobile Crisis Units, to expand and thrive. Its very fluid at times and we have to be aware
that this money to going to the right places and not contributing to poor spending.

4. Equity, destigmatizing homeless and getting folks on track to finding a stable job and not jobs that
keeps them too busy to handle day to day life. 5. Development, Missoula is trending into a bustling
downtown and Missoula’s in a unique ability to curb development through Tax Increament Financing.
