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RESOLUTION NUMBER

A RESOLUTION OF THE MISSOULA CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MISSOULA, MONTANA,
DEDICATING TWO CITY PARCELS AS PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY.

WHEREAS, the MRA curb and sidewalk project URD Il Inez, 15t and 2" Street was completed in 2022.
The City desires to clear up the right-of-way in the area. The City owns two parcels of land within the City
that it desires to dedicate as public right-of-way to be used as City streets and to be available for utilities
to occupy; To dedicate right-of-way City Council needs to approve the dedication of right-of-way area to
the public, as it involves the conveyance of an interest in City real property to the public use in perpetuity;
and

WHEREAS, the two City parcels are (hereinafter referred to as the “City Parcels”):

Tract 1 of this Amended Plat Located in the Southwest Quarter of Section 21, Township 13 North,
Range 19 West, Principal Meridian, Montana; Containing 1,855 Square Feet, More or Less;
Being Surveyed and Monumented According to this Amended Plat (shown on the attached
Exhibit A);

Tract 1 of this Amended Plat Located in the Southwest Quarter of Section 21, Township 13 North,
Range 19 West, Principal Meridian, Montana; Containing 7,613 Square Feet, More or Less;
Being Surveyed and Monumented According to this Amended Plat (shown on the attached
Exhibit B); and

WHEREAS, the City of Missoula believes the public interest will be best served by dedicating the City
Parcels as public right-of-way to be used as City streets, which will allow the public to traverse the area
and allow utilities to occupy and utilize the City Parcels.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Missoula, Montana, that said
City Parcels are dedicated as public right-of-way to be used as City streets and to be available for utilities
to occupy; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that in the event any portion of the public right-of-way making up the City
Parcels is vacated, that the property shall revert to fee ownership by the City of Missoula.
