Empower: A Place to Call Home Citizen Advisory Board

A Place to Call Home’s Citizen Advisory Board will be charged with guiding the policy’s implementation,
reviewing the annual housing assessment, and leading the annual housing goal-setting process.

The Citizen Advisory Board will be formed after the passage of the Housing Trust Fund Ordinance.

Collaborate: Topic-Specific Work Groups

Similar to the development of the housing policy, implementation will require collaborative thinking and
public-private partnerships. City staff will convene and facilitate topic-specific work groups composed of
citizens with expertise on specific topics to dig into implementation decisions. The first work group will
be a public-private housing financing work group to investigate how to bring new housing financing
tools to the Missoula market.
